Re:  Evaluation and Appraisal-Based Amendments to the Growth Management Plan

REQUEST

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
CUTLER BAY, FLORIDA, ADOPTING THE TOWN OF CUTLER BAY
EVALUATION AND APPRAISAL-BASED AMENDMENTS TO THE
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND AUTHORIZING TRANSMITTAL TO THE
FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY AND REVIEW
AGENCIES ON FIRST READING; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, AND
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS

As per the requirements of Chapter 163.3191, Florida Statutes (F.S.), all local
governments are required to evaluate their adopted comprehensive plans once every seven
years in order to ensure that the Plan addresses all current State growth management
requirements. The Town of Cutler Bay conducted its evaluation of the Comprehensive
Plan and submitted its Letter of Determination to the Florida Department of Economic
Opportunity (DEO) on April 1, 2014. On April 7, 2014 DEO provided the Town with a
letter acknowledging receipt of the Letter of Determination, and stating that the
amendments based on the evaluation and review should be transmitted to the State and
review agencies by April 4, 2015.

The ten (10) applications contained in this report correspond to the ten Growth
Management Plan Elements in which amendments are recommended based on the Town’s
evaluation of the Growth Management Plan. Only goals, objectives, and policies for
which specific amendments are recommended are included. In accordance with the Letter
of Determination, the amendments:

e Update the Growth Management Plan’s planning horizons as per Chapter

QFGBC 163.3177(5)(a):
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e Amend the Intergovernmental Coordination Element to include a mandatory
dispute resolution process (Chapter 163.3177(6)(h)1.c., and;

e Amend the Transportation and Capital Improvements elements to comply with
Chapter 163.3180(5)(h).

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended the Town Council approve the attached Ordinance on first reading and
authorize transmittal to the State and review agencies in in accordance with Section
163.3184, F.S.

MIAMI INTERNATIONAL FILM FESTIVAL

At film fest, riding a Cuban wave

And their work is starting
to spread beyond their
homeland. Miami Dade Col-
lege’s Miami International
Film Festival, which runs
Friday through March 15, is
devoting its annual honor-
ary tribute to an “Emerging
Cuban Program” showcas-
ing the works of five film-
makers, all in their late 20s
and early 30s, whose movies
are radically different from
the state-approved, allegori-
cal pictures that have long
characterized Cuban
cinema.

“These kids are signaling
asmaller change,” says Ale-
jandro Rios, an authorita-
tive scholar on Cuban film
and a media relations exec-
utive for the college.

“They’re taking baby
steps. We're not ready for a
post-Castro Cuba yet. But
they're not interested in the
revolution. Instead, they
are relating the conse-
quences of decades with-
out change, of 56 years of
living stranded in time.

“A lot of the protagonists
of these moviesare frustrat-
ed people, still living on the
battlefield long after the
war was over. Notice there
are no cute love stories or
happy musicals. And none
of this is known in Havana.
The people living there

don’'t know we are paying
tribute to them. It's not in
the news. They can't keep
them from coming here, but
ignoring them is also a way
of censorship.”

Among the films being
screened:

1 The Project of the Cen-
tury, director Carlos Ma-
chado Quintela’s imagina-
tive black-and-white para-
ble about the residents of
an apartment building in
Cienfuegos, near the nucle-
ar power plant that was
abandoned after the col-
lapse of the Soviet Union.

1 Hotel Nueva Isla (Hotel
New lIsland), the story of
the last inhabitant of a
once-luxurious four-star
resort that is now on the
brink of collapse, produced
by Claudia Calvi o (Juan of
the Dead, Melaza).

1 Venice, an honest de-
piction of the lives of three
young Cuban women living
in Havana, directed by Kiki

Ivarez.

1 Dark Glasses, Jessica
Rodriguez’s drama about a
blind woman livingalone in
the countryside who enter-
tains an intruder by regal-
ing him with stories based
on Cuban history (the film
will be screened as a work
in progress).

1 The Missing of Kafka
(El desaparecido de Kafka),
a documentary about a Cu-

ban photographer debating
whether his work will be
better appreciated after
he’s dead, directed by Mar-
cel Beltr n.

Earlier this week a pre-
festival showcase of some
other works by the direc-
tors were screened, includ-
ing Quintela’s award-win-
ning The Swimming Pool,
which usesaday in the lives
of five disabled teens taking
swimming lessonsasamin-
imalist allegory for life in
present-day Cuba, and
Mute Havana (Habana mu-
da), a deft, subtle drama
about the difficulties faced
by Cubans wanting to work
abroad, produced by
Calvi o.
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Rodriguez, who is 28 and
a rarity among the tradi-
tionally male-dominated
Cuban film community,
says these kinds of movies
would have never been
sanctioned by the govern-
ment, which is why a grow-
ing indie scene has
bloomed on the island.

“Filmmakers who work
in conjunction with the
ICAIC have a lot more re-
sources and opportunities,
even though they are still
low budget,” she says. “But
the movies being made now
are cheaper — digital cam-
eras give you great quality
and are affordable — and
would have been impossi-
ble to make 20 years ago.
New technology has de-
mocratized cinema. They
have brought us freedom
and independence in terms
of subject matter. You don’t
have a producer who works
for the state telling you
what you can and can't do.”

Jaie Laplante, executive
director of the festival, says
he first had the idea to
showcase Cuban indie
films during a Q&A with di-
rector Ernesto Daranas af-
ter ascreening at the Tower
Theater of his film Conduc-
ta (Conduct), about a
schoolteacher who takes a
stand against authorities by
helping a 12-year-old boy
raised by a single mother
addicted to drugs.

“An audience member
asked, ‘How did this film get
made when the theme is
clearly about people doing
what they think is right re-
gardless of the law?’ ” La-
plante says. “The director re-
plied, ‘It got made by the ho-
ly spirit.” Here was someone
who believed so much in the
power of art and creativity
as a spiritual force, he felt his
film needed to get made.
That's when | realized that
these people were operating
under an umbrella of free-
dom and these artists had
been brave enough to say,
‘Art above all.’ | decided that
was unguestionably the
thing to focus on this year.”

There is also a feeling
among members of this

brash new wave thatit'sim-
portant to shake up the
identity and meaning that
the term “Cuban cinema”
has had for decades around
the world.

“The new generation of
Cuban filmmakers wants to
shake up the reactions and
thoughts people automati-
cally have when they hear
about a Cuban movie,” says
Quintela, 30.

“In order for our films to
regain their place in the
landscape of international
cinema, we have to pay
close attention to the sto-
ries we want to tell and be
rigorous about how we tell
them. There are a lot of sto-
ries yet to be told that could
bring back the clout the Cu-
ban film industry once car-
ried. We're just taking a dif-
ferent path than the people
who came before us. That
doesn’t make us any less
Cuban.”

Beltr n, 30, who will also
be presenting his short film
La nube (The Cloud), about
a single mother whose life
changes after her father
dies and her brother moves
in with her, says he believes
the kind of work he’s doing
is a continuation of the
films made by his elder
predecessors.

“Everyone talks about a
rupture between genera-
tions, and now there’s a
generation that's doing
things that the previous one
didn't,” he says. “But | see it
as a continuation.”

“There were a lot of great
Cuban filmmakers in the
past. Perhaps the biggest
difference is that we have a
certain independence that
they didn’t. We're able to
have final cut and choose
our narratives. Before,
those decisions were often
made by the financiers, just
like Hollywood studios of-
ten dictate the content of
their films. But there’s no
pressure on us anymore.
We are able to explore what
the press cannot. Once
journalists regain that free-
dom, thenwe can go back to
telling love stories and
crowd-pleasing comedies.”
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
